
Exit Policy/ Procedure 
The College of San Mateo Nursing Program’s faculty support retention of competent students in the nursing program. On some occasions, circumstances occur that may necessitate that a student withdraw from the program.

If the student still feels that he or she needs to withdraw, the student should discuss the situation with his/her clinical instructor. The instructor may have some more insight or advice for the student. If the student still feels the need to withdraw, he/she should make an appointment with the director. The purpose of this meeting is to give feedback regarding his/her experience in the program and to create an action plan for his/her potential return to the program. The student should be aware of the date of the “last day to withdraw.”  The course manager has this information. This date usually occurs around the time of the second test. The student who withdraws in the Websmart system by this date will receive a W versus a D or F grade. For reference, student should review the Readmission Policy located in the Nursing Student Handbook.
