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Transfer Procedure: Criteria for students applying for admission as a transfer student are listed below.  These provide a basis for admission to the program when SPACE IS AVAILABLE.  A student may only have one admission to the nursing program.  A student who has NOT passed a clinical course in another nursing program will NOT be considered for admission to this program.  A student who has received a “W” grade in a nursing course in another nursing program will be considered for admission to this program on a case by case basis.
CRITERIA FOR ELIGIBILITY FOR EACH SEMESTER
· Admission to the FIRST semester (deadline to apply is February 1st) 
· Completion of program basic and selective admissions requirement

· Admission to the SECOND semester (deadline to apply is November 1st)
· Nursing 211, N212 and N215 or equivalent within the last 3 years
· Completion of program basic and selective admissions requirements
· Admission to the THIRD semester (deadline to apply is February 1st)
· Nursing 221, 222 and 225 or equivalent within the last 3 years

· Completion of program  basic and selective admissions requirements

· Admission to the FOURTH semester

· Students are not admitted into the fourth semester


REQUIREMENTS FOR SELECTION

· Completion of basic and selective admissions requirements

· Completion of Medication Calculation Test with a score of 90% or better from the most recent equivalent nursing course at another college

· Complete the reading placement test.  Students may call CSM Testing Center at 574-6175 to make an appointment
· Enroll in the recommended course from reading placement test
· Completion of the “Test of Essential Academic Skills (TEAS – www.atitesting.com ) with a 67% or higher composite score
· Video competency of basic medication administration
· Self assessment of skills competencies
· Plan to complete unmet competencies
· N800: Success strategies course completion
· N620: Bridge course completion
· N610: Basic medication dosage calculation class completion
· N681: Pharmacology for Nurses class completion
CRITERIA FOR ADMISSION (space available)

· Returning CSM nursing students

· LVN’s who meet the criteria: Admission for LVN’s to the ADN Program”

· Transfer students who have met the nursing program prerequisites
